	Spillage Procedure (6)
Wear appropriate gloves, goggles and protective clothing if there is a large spillage.  
Small quantities can be mopped up and flushed away with plenty of water.
Large quantities e.g. in excess of 5 litres should be absorbed with sand or other inert absorbent (such as cat litter). Transfer to a container or heavy duty plastic bag for disposal. (N.B. large quantities and containers larger than 5 litres should not be kept in schools).
